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Terms for Internet Access to Journals of the

QAuthorized UsersOare personswith a current, authenticated affiliation to the subscribing
Inditution. Thisindudes full- and part-time students and employees (induding faculty,
staff, affiliated researchers and indgpendent contractors) plusother individuds who have
permission to use the public computers on the sub<ribing Ingitution'scampus

GBubsribed Material sOmeansthe electronic material subscribed to during the
Sub<ription Period.

CBubscription FeeOmeansthe applicable fees for access to Joumd content. For the
avoidance of doubt the Subscription Fee shdl beexclugve of any sales, use, vaue added
or similar taxes and Internaiond shipping fees, where applicable.

Usage statistics
will describeusagefor al |P addresses or usernames and passwordsregistered by the
Inditutiond Sub<criber as part of this Agreement. Such usage statistics will be COUNTER
compliant.

8. RENEWAL: Theinitia term of the Subscription Periodis 12 months Prior to expiration, the
AAP will send renewa natice(s) and Ingitutiond Sub<riber may elect to renew the Sub<ription
Period for an additiond 12 month period(s) by paying therenewal fee when due If Inditutiond
Subriber@ payment is notreceived by the AAP by expiration of the Subscription Period, the
AAP will discontinuelngitutiond Subscriber@ Internet Access to Subscribed Materials.

9. PERPETUAL LICENSE: Except for termination for breach by Ingitutiond Subscriber, the
AAP shdl provide continuing access for Authorized Users to tha part of the Sub<cribed
Materias which was published dunng the Subscription Period in amannea and form
subdantially similar to the means by which accessis provided unde this Agreement or viaa
successor system or format to which the Subscribed Materials are migrated.
